NEVADA WOMEN’S TEAM ROPING ASSOCIATION

Standing Rules Revised October 26, 2009
These standing rules are guidelines for conducting activities of the N.W.T.R.A.

1. These rules may be adopted by a majority vote of the general membership.

2. These rules may be amended or rescinded by a two-thirds majority vote without previous notice, or by a majority vote following previous notice at a regular meeting.

I. GUIDELINES FOR MEETINGS

Meetings will be announced in the newsletter prior to meeting date.

II. FINANCIAL GUIDELINES

A. DUES

1. Dues for active members are $35.00 per member, payable by the first roping after our finals for the proceeding year, to retain active status.

2. Donor member dues are $50.00 minimum, payable anytime during the fiscal year prior to the annual meeting in the fall.

3. All dues are to be mailed with an application form to the Vice President for the purpose of recording points.  Dues are then submitted to the Secretary-Treasurer for depositing to Association bank account.

4. Checks and money orders should be made payable to N.W.T.R.A.

5. The team who wins the average in the All Girl at our finals roping will automatically have their dues paid for the following year.

B. ACCOUNTING OF FUNDS

1. A financial statement, including a running balance of the bank account, will be published each month in the newsletter.

2. The books shall be audited and balanced by a trustee committee composed of the President and Vice President at the end of the year.

3. All requests for reimbursement or payment of expenses must be presented to the Secretary-Treasurer by signed voucher with supporting bills.

C. FUND RAISING

1. Annual projects will be held for the generation of income for year-end awards.  Every active member will be asked to participate if in attendance of the fundraiser; however it is not required.

III. ELIGIBILITY RULES

A.  Award divisions for eligible ropings (see IIIB) are:
1. The all around division will include winnings from all approved ropings.  This division will be divided into an “A” league, “B” league and “C” league.

All ropers will be divided into these leagues at the beginning of each new year.

“A” league will be ropers who have won over $1,200 the previous year.

“B” league will be ropers who have won more than $500 but less than $1,200.

“C” league will be ropers who have won less that $500.

Any new member who has never previously been an active member of N.W.T.R.A. will be reviewed by the board of directors and placed in the league best determined by her ability.  Any new member who was not a member in the immediate preceding year, but was a member in a prior year will be assigned to a league depending upon the amount of winnings in the last year of membership.

Once a member has won more than $500 and moves out of the “C” league, they may never return to that league.  When a member is in the “A” league, it will take three consecutive years of winnings being under $1,200 before they may be dropped back to the “B” league. When a member moves out of a league because of winnings they will not be moved more than one league no matter if the winnings stipulates that you would move two leagues.
B. Only Nevada ropings and (an area of northeastern California with boundaries to include going I-80 West to Truckee, then northerly on Hwy 89 to Sierraville continuing to Quincy on Hwy 70, 89 to Greenville/Taylorsville, Chester, then Hwy 36 easterly to Westwood & Susanville and inclusive to the Nevada border.  All areas within those boundaries to be included.) a shaded area in California including these, Taylorsville, Quincy, Truckee, Sierraville, Spanish Springs & Susanville ropings will count.  All ropings count with the exception of those that have an entry fee of $150 or more per partner or any that require a qualifier.  Also ropings which limit the number of teams or members and vocation will not be approved.

Examples:   Those not approved would be ropings that will not let all women rope,                             feedlot ropings, and other ropings that stipulate only a certain number of teams may compete. A handicap pick & draw-pick one/draw one $149 per partner (for $298 total) would count, pick one draw one $150 per partner ($300 total) would not. If a roping requires that you have had to enter a qualifier (i.e.: state/national ACTRA) or that you needed a certain amount of personal earnings to rope it will not count.
C. Only ropings advertised on the N.W.T.R.A. website or other advertising media the prior month or current month for a specific amount and number of steers with not less than a $5.00 minimum will count.  The dollar roping amount may be changed at the discretion of the Roping producer in which case, money won will still count for year-end.

D. Ads for regular weekly ropings will be consolidated as eligible advertised ropings for that month only.  There must be another ad for the consecutive months to count.

E. All results must be reported on an official approved form only, and must be postmarked within 30 days following the ropings for which results pertain.  It is mandatory that all members winning money in approved ropings submit their result forms to the Vice President for recording.  It is therefore illegal to not report winnings that could change the outcome of the year-end placings.

IV. AWARDS

A. Each member is responsible for obtaining monetary donations totaling $125.00 or an award to be given to different winners of an approximate minimum total value of $125.00; however 25% of a member’s fundraising ticket sales will be applied toward a member’s year end donation.  If there is more than one member in a household the total donation requirement is $150.00.  Members failing to comply will be ineligible to compete for year-end awards. 
B.     Monetary donations must be submitted to the awards chairperson by September 1st.  Donated merchandise or hand made items need to be confirmed by September 1st to the awards chairperson but can be turned in later than September 1st.   Late awards will be accepted, but the individual will be ineligible for year-end awards.

C.     Thank you notes will be the responsibility of the awards chairperson or her designee to ensure that notes are sent to all supporters.

D.     A Rookie award will be presented to the new member winning the most during the first fiscal year of membership.  An award will also be given to the member who is considered the most improved roper during the fiscal year.  The most improved roper award will be voted on by the general membership at the final meeting of the year.

E.    Awards will be presented at an awards banquet following the finals roping.

F.    The NWTRA will strive toward awarding saddles to first place year-end champions in the A, B & C Leagues.  However some years are not as profitable as others and if the purchase of saddles jeopardizes the equality of awards for other placing as is determined annually, then alternate first place awards will be given.  If saddles are being awarded in consecutive years, no member can win a saddle in the same league two years in a row.  Alternate awards will not be given the same consideration; i.e. if you win the first place alternate award one year and a saddle is given the second year, you are eligible to win the saddle.

G.     It is not mandatory that saddles be awarded in any of our leagues.  As some years may not be as profitable as others, no one league takes precedent over the others.  If funds are not available to purchase saddles for the “A”, “B” or “C” leagues then no saddles will be given.
